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The town of Nyuzen is located in the center of the
alluvial fan formed by the Kurobe River, a
first-class river that flows from a source in the
Northern Japan Alps. Once known as a raging
river, the Kurobe River has transformed itself into
a source of many blessings thanks to its rapids,
which created the most beautiful fans in Japan,
and later, thanks to the risky mountain and flood
control projects of our predecessors. The result is
that today, this area is one of the most beautiful
alluvial fans in Japan. The river flows underground
through the alluvial fan and comes up as clear
spring water, nurturing local lifestyles, industries,
traditions, and the town’s culture. It is a deep and
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profound source of love and pride for our town.
Nyuzen is also known as the “kingdom of water”
for its three major water sources: the clear water
of the Kurobe River, the water flowing
underground, and the deep ocean water pumped
up from a depth of 384 meters off the coast of
Nyuzen. In order to pass on the wide-ranging
blessings and the local way of life enabled by
these water sources, we must protect and nurture
the rich natural environment of the entire alluvial
fan, alongside our culture, traditions, and
industries. Indeed, the Kurobe River’s alluvial fan
is the setting where our children’s future takes
place.
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Nyuzen is more than just a town known for water: it is also a town of
encounters. We do everything we can to provide places and chances for
people to meet one another — perhaps even leading to marriage one
day — as part of our goal of being a town that brings about new
encounters and new life. In addition to fun, casual matchmaking events
and seminars for people seeking marriage, we also provide arranged
marriage services with volunteer assistance. Through these efforts, many
new couples begin dating every year here, and more and more of these
couples have been getting married.

The support services provided by the town go far beyond helping people
meet their future partners and get married. We provide extensive support
services for newlyweds and pregnant women, through childbirth and
parenting, ensuring that the people of Nyuzen know their children will

There are no waiting lists here for
parents seeking to enroll their children in daycare, and we provide after-school
care services for children of all elementary schools. We have also transformed
our parks into family-friendly spaces, frequently filled with children’s laughter.
As the saying goes, “it takes a village to raise children,” and we aim to be the best
version of that village we can, to ensure children grow up healthy and happy.

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Nyuzen is known for pure, abundant spring water, from springs throughout
town — in fact, this spring water was selected as one of Japan’s 100 Exquisite
and Well-Conserved Waters. The fact that residents can use as much as they
want of this high-quality water, at any time, stands as one of the main draws for
people looking to move to Nyuzen and settle down here. Another advantage to
living here in the Kurobe River’s alluvial fan, surrounded by the Northern Japan
Alps, is that the town is less prone to experiencing earthquakes and typhoons.

In addition to our nation-leading parenting services, we offer a variety of support
services for people looking for work or planning to start businesses. Our
abundant water sources have attracted a diverse range of manufacturers to
Nyuzen, including beverage manufacturers, and companies in the electronic
component and motor vehicle industries, enabling residents to choose the type
of work that suits them best. To give people an idea of what it would be like to
live here, we also provide tours with hands-on experiences of agricultural and
fishery jobs, as well as everyday life in the town. We confidently recommend the
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Nyuzen Jumbo Watermelon is a local specialty: crunchy and juicy, with a
delicious sweetness. These rugby-ball-shaped watermelons are the
largest in Japan, weighing 15 to 25 kg, or sometimes even 30 kg. Japanese
cultivation of this watermelon started in the neighboring city of Kurobe,
which obtained a variety named Rattlesnake from the US in 1887. The
well-draining soil and abundant spring water of the Kurobe River’s alluvial
fan were ideal for watermelon cultivation, so farmers in Nyuzen began
growing this variety around 1897, and this watermelon eventually became
a local specialty.

Nyuzen Jumbo Watermelons are a popular summer treat to serve at events
or to give as presents. These watermelons are shipped nationwide starting
in late July, wrapped in ropes and handmade straw pads called sandawara.
Today’s farmers inherit more than 120 years of passion, and their huge
Nyuzen Jumbo Watermelons bring joy and vibrancy to the summer.

We collect deep ocean water from three kilometers offshore, at a depth of
384 meters. “Deep ocean water” refers to seawater from a depth of 200
meters or more below the surface. Since we began collection in 2001, this
deep ocean water has been used for various products, such as drinking
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water and food, due to its rich mineral and nutrient content, its
consistently low temperatures (roughly 2°C year-round), and its purity.

In recent years, Nyuzen has successfully launched a project for
multi-stage utilization of deep ocean water, setting an unparalleled
nationwide example. This innovative process involves initially using the
water for cooling at a shelf-stable pre-cooked rice factory, followed by
utilizing the same water — now warmed, through heat exchange — to
purge oysters and farm abalone. This process is incredibly promising for
new land-based seafood farming. Our town’s deep ocean water
represents exciting possibilities worth keeping an eye on.
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Blossoming in
the town of water
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Nyuzen is known as one of the leading producers of tulip bulbs in Toyama, which is
itself the largest tulip bulb producer in Japan. The town has an ideal environment for
growing tulip bulbs for two reasons: the sandy, well-draining soil of the Kurobe River’s
alluvial fan, and the fact that the area is less susceptible to frost damage due to the
snow that keeps the underground temperature and humidity constant. Tulip bulb
cultivation began here in 1939, and has continued for roughly 80 years, with the sole
exception of a few years’ interruption caused by World Warll. We currently produce
1.5 million high-quality tulip bulbs each year, across fifty varieties, and ship them out
nationwide.

Starting in mid April, we hold our iconic spring event: Nyuzen Flower Road. This
event attracts many visitors from throughout Japan, with splendid scenery
including a “carpet of flowers” made of colorful tulips against the backdrop of the
majestic Northern Alps. Indeed, Nyuzen deserves to be known not only as a town of
water, but also as a town of flowers.
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Look at

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The view from Mount Funami offers some of Toyama’s finest sunsets, with
the fields turning golden as the sun sets into the Sea of Japan. A key
element of this spectacular view is the rice fields covering much of the
Kurobe River’s alluvial fan. This is one of the largest and most beautiful
alluvial fans in Japan, running some 13.5 km from its start to the coast,
and spreading out roughly 60°.

Nyuzen was once considered unsuitable for rice farming, because the soil
actually drained too well. To address this challenge, the town was the site
of Japan’s first soil water retention enhancement project, running from
1951 to 1960. This project involved transporting clayey red soil from a
mountain to the rice fields, by way of irrigation channels. The town also
underwent a major transformation into one of Toyama’s leading
grain-growing areas through agricultural modernization efforts carried
out from 1962 through 1976. This combination of farming and everyday
life has brought both marvelous scenery and abundant harvests to the
Kurobe River’s alluvial fan.

While disasters are rare in Nyuzen today, we have experienced water-related
disasters in the past, including floods caused by the Kurobe River and large tidal
waves. Additionally, recent years have seen a nationwide increase in the
frequency of heavy rainfalls, leading to a greater risk of natural disasters.

We can learn much from the disasters that have occurred in the Kurobe River’s
alluvial fan and other similar areas in Japan. Our town has built disaster
prevention centers, retrofitted public facilities to reinforce them against
earthquakes, and stockpiled emergency supplies, in addition to communicating
disaster preparedness information through emails, websites, and other media.
We also work in collaboration with local fire brigades and private disaster
preparedness organizations to hold fire drills and disaster preparedness
activities, for both self-help and mutual assistance in the event of an emergency.
In addition, the town government and our residents work together to ensure the
safety of children, women, and older adults — both during disasters and in
everyday life. Nyuzen Town, where people support and look after each other, is
a town where everyone builds up the safety and security of their lives.

Under the slogan “One Sport for Each Resident,” we work to transform our town
into a place where every resident lives a healthy life through lifelong enjoyment
of sports. We collaborate with various sports organizations to hold distinctive
sports events, including competitions for curolling (a curling-like sport) that
attract participants from across Japan, Alluvial Fan Marathon races, and
long-distance relay races involving local teams. In this way, we promote the joy
of sports, offering opportunities for people of all ages to be physically active and
interact with each other.

In addition, we have built parks, gymnasiums, park golf courses, and other
places where town residents can enjoy sports regardless of age, gender, or
disabilities. These facilities are also popular with youth sports clubs and local
sports clubs. Nyuzen Town, where everyone can find a sport they can enjoy for a
lifetime. It is a town where everyone can surely enjoy life.
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With its natural beauty, and great water and food, Nyuzen is a place
where people can live long, healthy lives as members of the community.
We aim to help prevent lifestyle diseases among all generations, so we
promote healthy dietary habits like watching sodium intake and eating
more vegetables. Through collaboration between volunteers, local
grocery stores, and schools, we encourage residents to adopt healthy
eating habits at home.

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Learning about
the mystique of water
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Sugisawa no Sawasugi, a nationally-designated Natural Monument, is a grove of
sugi cedar trees located near the coast of Yoshiwara, Nyuzen. This is the only place
in Japan where sugi cedar trees grow on flat land with springs. This grove
originated at the edge of an alluvial fan with springs, and once provided building
materials and fuel for local residents, before being largely converted into rice
fields in a land productivity improvement project that began in 1962. However,
volunteers began to stress the rarity of this grove of trees, and through their
activities and local cooperation, a 2.67-hectare zone of the grove was designated
protected land around 1971, leading to the area being nationally designated a
Natural Monumentin 1973.

This is the only place in Japan where people can experience an environment
where temperate-region plants and alpine plants coexist, and see a unique type
of sugi cedar reproduction on flat land, with new roots growing out of branches
that extend from the bottom of their trunks. In recent years, two new discoveries
made in the grove have enhanced its mystique: a new variety of cherry trees called
Nyuzen otome kikuzakura, and a rare type of algae known as hikarimo, which
glows by reflecting light.

This Natural Monument, born from the nurturing embrace of our local springs, is a
town treasure, to be protected, nurtured, and passed on to the next generations
by the people who love this land.
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Inherit
the spirit of water
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Over the centuries, various festivals have developed in Nyuzen as a result of dealing
with the floods caused by the Kurobe River, and various efforts to revitalize
agriculture in the town. These festivals serve as prayers — and profound expressions
of gratitude — for bountiful harvests, abundant hauls of seafood, and safety. They
have been passed down from generation to generation and cherished to this day,
and the entire community participates in these festivals and performing arts:
encapsulations of the traditions, customs, and hopes and dreams of the people
who live here.

Nyuzen fundamentally coexists with water, be it dealing with the challenges it
creates, or gratitude for this life-giving resource. The knowledge and experience
cultivated by generations past in the Kurobe River’s alluvial fan, a vast plain created
through flooding and flood control, live on within us today, in the traditions and
lessons we pass down.
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Utilize
the town of water
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The land and spring water of Nyuzen are both symbols of the Kurobe River’s
abundant water, as well as the wisdom and efforts of generations past, who
tamed the river and turned it into a natural blessing. This valuable resource
even promises to serve as a new energy source, for building a sustainable
society.

This abundant agricultural water, flowing through a network of channels in the
Kurobe River’s alluvial fan, is utilized for small-scale hydropower. Deep ocean
water collected off the coast of Nyuzen maintains a consistently low
temperature year-round, enabling it to be utilized first as a coolant at a
shelf-stable pre-cooked rice factory, and then that same water, now warmed is
used for fishery purposes. This multi-stage use of the same water has drawn
praise for its eco-friendliness.

Another resource we have is the strong winds along the Sea of Japan coast.
Electricity generated by a local wind power plant is used to operate our sewage
treatment facilities. Additionally, Japan’s first privately financed offshore wind
power plant with a fixed foundation recently started operation out in the open
sea off the coast of Nyuzen. The water and wind are valuable resources and
irreplaceable treasures, and they will continue to help bring out the potential of
our town.
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
